The Modigliani String Quartet was formed in 2003 by four 
young musicians studying at the Conservatoire National 
Supérieur de Musique de Paris. The Quartet won the 2006 Young 
Concert Artists International Auditions in New York and the 
2005 Young Concert Artists European Auditions in Paris. In 
September 2008, the Modigliani Quartet received from the Swiss 
Global Artistic Foundation on loan The Evangelists, the world's 
only matched set of string quartet instruments by a master maker. 
Produced in 1863 in Paris by Jean-Baptiste Vuillaume, the four 
instruments are made of wood from the same tree. Whilst each is 
outstanding in its own right, when heard together their collective 
sound displays an extraordinary radiant energy. Before their  
acquisition by the Swiss Global Artistic Foundation, the instru-
ments had not been heard in public for over 35 years. The    
Quartet are now performing and  recording with The Evangelists.

The Ensemble Amarcord was 
founded in autumn 1992 by  
former members of St. Thomas 
Boys Choir of Lietpzig,       
Germany. The ensemble     
comprises Wolfram Lattke 
(tenor), Martin Lattke (tenor), 
Frank Ozimek (baritone), Daniel 
Knauft (bass) and Holger Krause (bass).  Its musical work focuses 
on music from the Middle Ages and the Renaissance; as well as 
collaboration with contemporary composers. Composers including 
Bernd Franke, Ivan Moody, Marcus Ludwig, Siegfried Thiele and 
Dimitri Terzakis have written compositions for Amarcord. Its 
repertoire and programming covers all facets of vocal music,  
ranging from madrigals through romantic compositions, to            
a cappella arrangements of well-known songs. 
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
